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Statement of the issue:

Calculation of Audit time under ISO/IEC 27006

Should the number of personnel in Table ISMS B.1 be seen as a continuum rather than a stepped change?
There is no note in the standard as in the IAF MD 5 document.
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Discussion:

IAF MD 5 Annex A incudes a note clarifying that “The numbers of personnel in Table QMS 1 should be
seen as a continuum rather than a stepped change. L.e. if drawn as a graph, the line should start with the
values in the lower band and end with the endpoints of each band.”
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Logically this would be applied in the same way
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This was discussed at the EA Certification Committee and it was considered that this would be better
answered at international level.
